This agreement is entered into by and between Calvary Chapel of Olympia
(“Calvary™), owner of the property at 919 Division Street SW, Olympia, Washington 98502,
and the Olympia School District (“OSD”), owner of the property at 2200 Conger Avenue NW,
Olympia, Washington 98502, occupied by Jefferson Middle School (“JMS”), for a term of

sixteen months beginning May 1, 2010 and ending August 31, 2011.

WHEREAS the properties occupied by Calvary and JMS are adjacent to each other, and

WHEREAS Calvary and JMS have different primary hours of operation and use, and

WHEREAS Calvary and JMS each have parking space available during the other’s

primary hours of operation and use, and

WHEREAS Calvary and OSD wish to enter into a shared parking arrangement for their

mutual benefit;
IT IS HEREBY AGREED that:

Calvary and its members are entitled to use any available empty parking
spaces on the JMS property during Sunday morning services (currently
from 8:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m.) and Wednesday evening services (currently
6:30 p.m. to 9:00 p.m.).

OSD is entitled to use any available empty parking spaces on the Calvary
property (except during the hours set forth in 1) above) whenever OSD has
need for additional parking for special programs or other assembilies.

Calvary will pay $300.00 per month to the Olympia School District Capital
Projects Fund for the use of JMS’s parking spaces. OSD is not obligated to
make payment for the use of Calvary’s parking spaces.

This Agreement is renewable annually, with the fee paid by Calvary to OSD
to be agreed upon at that time by the parties. In the event the parties do
not agree on the fee, a third party acceptable to the parties will be selected
to act as arbitrator and determine a fair increase or decrease from the
original fee based on the Consumer Price Index which best applies to the
Olympia region.

In accord with Olympia Unified Development Code 18.38.180(1)(d), this
agreement runs with the land with respect to the properties identified.
