4 K-12 TEACHING & LEARNING 
4.1 WASL Data  

Matt McCauley, Assistant Superintendent, K-12 Teaching & Learning, made a preliminary report 
to the Board regarding the number of students who have not yet met WASL standards in reading 
and writing, the number of those students who attended summer school, and options in process 
and being developed to get those students to graduation. He mentioned before- and after-school 
tutoring programs, mentoring, tracking, reading and writing programs, one-on-one contact with 
families of identified students, and other direct efforts being made to motivate students. He also 
talked about use of the Enhanced Student Systems program to identify some of the issues 
impacting students, including substance abuse, and about some of the stresses on students 
which can lead to feelings of despair and dropping out. 
 
Mr. McCauley said he would report back on the implication to a student who refuses to take the 
WASL. There was a suggestion from the Board to track the group of students who have been 
identified as at risk for dropping out.  It was noted that the early warning system being put into 
place would continue to expand the opportunities to enhance student success. 
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8 FINANCE 
8.1 Medicaid Administrative Match  

Jim Crawford, Assistant Superintendent, Fiscal & Operations, presented information to the Board 
regarding a potential for a grant to fund a Medicaid Administrative Match program. While the 
district dropped the program three years back because it was difficult and costly to administer, 
changes have since been made which may provide for a significant revenue source to the District. 
A vendor has been identified which would provide standardized paperwork and training, for a 
$10,000 annual fee. Superintendent Lahmann said this is an example of a way in which we can 
get resources back in the District. 

 
 
SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT 
Superintendent Lahmann reported on the recent Administrative Retreat, where the administrative team 
met in a less formal environment to share ideas and resources, learning from each other. He also noted 
the hiring on the approved consent agenda of a new Director of Secondary Education, Ed Pong, and 
provided information on Mr. Pong’s background. 
 
BOARD MEMBER COMMENTS / FUTURE AGENDA ITEMS 
Vice President Barclift announced a Board retreat scheduled for Saturday, September 15, 2007, and 
asked Board members to check their calendars for availability. All Board members stated the date 
appeared to work.

President Nafziger announced a special meeting of the Board, to be held immediately upon adjournment, 
for a report on and discussion of collective bargaining.

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Response to Intervention 
(RTI) 

 
Using interventions to improve student performance is not new.    However, now the Individuals 
with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA) 2004 and the Elementary and Secondary Education Act 
2002 -No Child Left Behind (NCLB) emphasize the need to improve student learning for all 
students and to address the needs of at-risk students so they can meet grade level expectations.  
Response to intervention (RTI) provides an avenue to addresses these ideas. 
 
The RTI approach sets forth a framework for a variety of learning strategies and interventions for 
all students which includes school-wide progress monitoring as well as the monitoring of individual 
student progress over time within the general education environment.  This allows for pro-active, 
earlier identification, support and intervention with students who are struggling rather than waiting 
until they have fallen significantly behind their same age/grade peers.   
 
Employing scientific, research-based practices through a tiered intervention process allows for 
focusing of instruction and intervention using the district’s core curriculum and then providing 
strategic supplemental instruction to identified students who are not meeting standards.  It also 
provides for intensive interventions for those few students who continue to struggle prior to 
consideration for referral to special education.  There is an increased accountability and requirement 
to link these interventions with special education eligibility.  This means that those interventions 
must be tried and proven unsuccessful prior to referral for special education evaluation.   
 
Our goal is to begin to clarify the RTI process within the Olympia School District, train staff and 
move forward to implement an intervention process which will assist students in meeting grade 
level expectations.
