RE: Sale of Curriculum Materials

The Olympia Regional Learning Academy (ORLA) recently purchased a small quantity (less
than $200) of curriculum materials at the request of three families for use in the instruction
of their children. Usually, such materials then become part of the District library of materials
available to other students and families as ORLA builds a resource base of learning materials
to support instruction in the Parent Partnership Program.

In this case, we have subsequently found that the curriculum is not usable for District
purposes, and we are seeking Board approval to sell the materials at full cost. The families
have agreed to purchase the materials from the District to use with their children, and we

believe this sale represents the best opportunity to recover the full purchase price of the
materials.
